Discussion Questions

 “How to See into Your Future” (10/02/05)
Icebreaker: In his message, John talked about race cars, tractors and a BMW.  If God had created you as an automobile instead of a person, what kind of automobile do you think would you be?

1. What resonated with you from Sunday’s message?

2. Read John 1:29-51.  What hits you about this passage?

3. John’s first point was “Take out the trash and take in the truth.”  What trash (negative thoughts in our minds and negative messages we hear) are you constantly taking out?
4. When you consider the idea of Jesus looking deep inside you and searching your heart, how does that make you feel?  Encouraged?  Challenged?  Loved?  Condemned?  (Suggested reading: John 3:17).
5. Practically speaking, how to we “think as Jesus thinks?”  What does that look like in your day-to-day life?

6. Have you ever memorized Bible verses before?  Was it helpful to you?  How so?
7. John’s last point was, “For goodness sakes, eulogize somebody!”  Name one person you will eulogize this week and commit to doing it.

8. Describe a time when the words someone spoke to you positively impacted your life, or a time when the words you spoke to someone positively impacted their life.  
9. Commit to memorizing one Bible verse this week.  Maybe start with John 3:17: “God did not send his son into the world to condemn it, but to save it.”
