Discussion Questions

 “Drinking with Jesus” (10/09/05)
1. What resonated with you from Sunday’s message?

2. Read John 2:1-12.  What do you think about this passage?

3. John’s first point was “Trust Jesus with your problems.”  Do you have a problem that you need to entrust to Jesus?  (Leader – add to your group’s prayer list).
4. In the midst of her confusion, Mary trusted Jesus with her problem (John 2:4-5).  Can you remember a time when you trusted God in the midst of your confusion?  How did the situation turn out?
5. John’s second point was “Trust Jesus with your obedience.”  Do you have problems with the notion of obedience to God?  Why or why not?  (How does this question look in light of Jeremiah 29:11?)
6. In what area of your life is God challenging you to obey him?

7. John said that he struggled with saying “God, I want to do your will” but later thinking “I don’t want to obey your will.”  Do you ever feel that way?  How do you overcome it?
