Discussion Questions

1. What did you like about Sunday’s message?

2. (Before reading, pray aloud for God to speak to us through his word).  Read Judges 6:24-35.  Gideon had a major internal tug-of-war going on in his life between fear and faith.  Can you relate to Gideon’s lifelong internal struggle?  How so?  How does that tug-of-war between fear and faith play out in your life?
3. John said that for God, faith is mandatory, but that if he were God, he would let everyone meet one-on-one with Jesus and get to decide for themselves whether they wanted to have faith in him.  Why do you think God didn’t set things up that way?  (O’Rourke’s group: skip this question ()
4. The first step in cutting the feet off our fears is to praise God.  Practically speaking, what does praising God do for us?  How does it benefit us to praise God?
5. React to this statement: “God is always challenging us because he wants us to grow our faith.”
