Discussion Questions

“Making Your Life Count” (02/26/06)

1. Read Luke 10:1-3,17.  What did you like about Sunday’s message?

2. John described the “inconvenience” aspect of serving and volunteering.  Do you often find in yourself a strong desire to not be inconvenienced?  What kind of inconveniences do you most dread?  What do you think this stems from?
3. Can you think of examples of how Jesus was inconvenienced?  Here are some references for a few of them: Luke 17:11-19 (lepers), Matthew 19:13-14 (children), John 3:1-2 (Nicodemus).  Philippians 2:5-8 (us).  Why do you think Jesus was willing to be inconvenienced?
4. How do we overcome our resistance to being inconvenienced?  

5. Read Luke 10:17.  John encouraged us, rather than asking God to give us joy, to start serving and experience the joy that comes from serving.  Describe a time when you volunteered or served.  Did you have initial reluctance to it?  What did you gain from the experience? 
6. If you could get involved with any kind of volunteer opportunity—inside or outside the church—what would you do?  How can we help you get there?  

7. Were you able to get signed up for one of the volunteer teams after the service?  If you didn’t get the chance to sign up, what held you back?   Where would you like to get involved?  Volunteer teams include: kids/youth, missions, prayer, greeters, hospitality, setup, breakdown, PowerPoint, sound, video and music.
