Discussion Questions

“Why Do Some See?” (06/25/06)

1. What did you like about Sunday’s message?
2. Read John 9.  What verse or verses stand out to you?

3. Read John 9:1-3 and then read this statement: “To God, the process is more important than the product.”  Do you typically find yourself more focused on the process or the product?  Why do you think that is?
4. Read John 9:6 and this statement: “Your irritation might be a motivation for you to see.”  What is the current irritant in your life?  (Take a minute to think about it)  Is it possible that God is using the irritant to help you see?  
5. Read John 9:7.  In his message, John said it doesn’t necessarily take an emotional experience to open our eyes.  Sometimes having our spiritual eyes opened is as simple as obeying God.  Is there something you can think of that God has already told you about that you simply need to obey?  If so, what is it?  (Try it this week and report back to the group next week) 
6. John talked about different factors that can potentially play a part in our spiritual eyesight.  
a. Romans 12:3 says “God has dealt to each one a measure of faith.”  Do you feel like God has given you a small, medium or large measure of faith?  Explain your answer.

b. How Christianity/church/God/spirituality was modeled to us as children can have a big impact on us.  When you were a child, how did the significant adults in your life model their faith?  Was it helpful or harmful?  How so?
