“How God Uses a Crisis” (07/09/06)

1. What did you like about Sunday’s message?
2. Read John 11.  What verse or verses stand out to you?

3. John said that a crisis can ignite our faith.  Describe a situation when a crisis helped your faith grow stronger.
4. Read Romans 8:28.  What is your take on this verse in light of Sunday’s message?
5. In the Bible, we see specific examples of God using (but not necessarily causing) a crisis to test his people (see Exodus 16:4 and John 6:6).  Can you think of why God would want to test us?  
6. When you have a crisis, do you find you spend more time: a) trying to figure out who’s responsible for the crisis, b) getting stressed out or angry, or c) trying to figure out what God wants you to learn from it?
7. Which of the three points did you relate to more: learn, grow or bond?  Why?
8. Read Psalm 119:67 and 119:71.  Do you agree with the Psalmist’s sentiment?    
9. Can you relate to John’s point about being on a merry-go-round, dealing with the same crisis over and over again?  If so, what do you think you should do about it?
