Discussion Questions

“How to Love Like Jesus” (07/23/06)

1. Strongly consider doing a group foot washing.  Divide up between men and women (men wash men’s feet, women wash women’s feet) and encourage everyone to wash the feet of the person they feel led to wash.  Before washing, read John 13:1-11.  After washing, read John 13:12-17.
2. What did you like about Sunday’s message?  

3. Read John 13.  What is your favorite verse in this chapter?  Why?
4. Do you have a Judas in your life whose feet you need to wash?  (Someone that you need to love in a radical way?)
5. Derek said that if we are going to be humble when we serve, we must remember that those we serve have just as much to give us as we have to give them.   We must find ways to let those we’re serving contribute so they can feel a sense of dignity and respect rather than self pity and embarrassment.  What are your thoughts about that?
6. Why do we make assumptions about the needs of the people we serve?  Have you ever had a time when you made a wrong assumption about someone’s need?  How can we be better students of those we’re trying to serve?


7. How willing are you to be interrupted or inconvenienced in order to love/serve someone in need?  How can we get better at this?
8. Read John 13:17.  What are we going to do in response to what Jesus says?
