1. Can anyone relate to the Seinfeld clip about the problem with the reservation?  Does anyone have a funny story to share? 

2. What did you like about Sunday’s message?  

3. Read John 14.  What verse or verses jump out at you?  Why?
4. In John 14, Jesus gives us five gifts that should reassure us and help us trust him.  Of the five gifts (a room with your name on it, security, a greater tomorrow, a supernatural advisor, and peace) which one compels you to trust him more?  Why?

5. What does it mean to you that Jesus’ agenda is not advancing a system or a religion, but that his only agenda is a personal relationship with you?

6. React to this statement: “You can’t have peace from God until you make peace with God.”
7. The Holy Spirit does four main things for us: encourages us, comforts us, helps us (gives us wisdom and guidance) and appeals to God on our behalf.  When you think about what’s been going on recently in your life, which one of these four gifts has been most important to you lately?
8. Did you stand up at the end of the service when John asked: “What do you need to do to demonstrate your trust in Jesus?”  If so, what do you need to do?

Jesus in His Own Words (John ch 14)

“Do not let your hearts be troubled. Trust in God; trust also in me. In my Father's house are many rooms; if it were not so, I would have told you. I am going there to prepare a place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come back and take you to be with me that you also may be where I am… I tell you the truth, anyone who has faith in me will do what I have been doing. He will do even greater things than these… I will ask the Father, and he will give you another Counselor to be with you forever-- the Spirit of truth. The world cannot accept him, because it neither sees him nor knows him. But you know him, for he lives with you and will be in you. I will not leave you as orphans; I will come to you… All this I have spoken while still with you. But the Counselor, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will teach you all things and will remind you of everything I have said to you. Peace I leave with you; my peace I give you. I do not give to you as the world gives. Do not let your hearts be troubled and do not be afraid… Come now; let us leave.”
