1. What did you like about Sunday’s message?
2. Read Psalm 23.  What verse or verses jump out at you?

3. React to the following statement: “All the other stuff at Grace is great, but none of it matters if God’s presence isn’t with us.  Ultimately, the number one reason people go to church is to experience God.”
4. In 1 Samuel 19:18-24 we read that Saul and his men were dramatically impacted by God’s presence.  It’s almost as if Saul forgot all about his bitterness and anger when he was in God’s presence.  Can you relate to this?  Have you ever experienced God’s presence?  What happened?

6. If Jesus was the most welcoming person to ever walk this earth, why isn’t his church the most welcoming place?  As a group, what can we do about it?
