Discussion Questions

“How to Move from the Friend Zone to the End Zone” (10/29/06)

1. Optional Icebreaker: John talked about putting the famous “stretch move” on Krista.  Do you have a funny story about a similar sort of “stretch move” with a first girlfriend/boyfriend (or just a funny story in general)?
2. What did you like about this week’s message?  What stood out to you?  

3. Read Judges 14:1-3 and Amos 3:3 (read Amos in at least two different translations).  John talked about the need to look beyond the surface and look to date someone who has similar values to you.  But the first thing you have to do is figure out what your core values are.  
a.   [Group leader: make sure everyone has paper and pen] Take about five minutes and write down what your main core values are.  (Some examples: faith, integrity, money, fitness, serving others, working hard, etc.)
b. Share your top core value (or two or three if you can’t prioritize just one) with the group.  

c.   What are the core values you are looking for in a future spouse?  What are your non-negotiables?
d. Have you ever been willing to overlook major flaws in the person you were dating?  If so, what caused you to do this?

4. Men: what’s up with the word on the street from women that we’re wimps when it comes to pursuing women?  What do we have to say for ourselves?
5. What did you think of John’s illustration about sex in relationships?
