3. Read Exodus 3:1 - 4:17.  
a. Notice how Moses struggles to trust God, despite God’s promises.  Can you relate?    
b. When you are faced with a challenge that’s bigger than you can handle, what’s your typical response?  
4. Read Exodus 14:10-14.  Can you think of a challenge you faced this past year that helped you increase your trust in God and/or made you grow personally?  If you feel comfortable, please share with the group.
5. Does anyone know what his/her challenge is for 2007?  What is it that you believe God is challenging you to do for him this year?
6. As a group, please pray that God would reveal his plans and purposes for Grace Community Church in 2007.  Pray that God would show us what our challenge is for this year.
A New Year’s Challenge

Exodus 3:7-10(NIV): The LORD said, "I have indeed seen the misery of my people in Egypt. I have heard them crying out because of their slave drivers, and I am concerned about their suffering. So I have come down to rescue them from the hand of the Egyptians and to bring them up out of that land into a good and spacious land, a land flowing with milk and honey… And now the cry of the Israelites has reached me, and I have seen the way the Egyptians are oppressing them. So now, go. I am sending you to Pharaoh to bring my people the Israelites out of Egypt."

Exodus 3:11(NIV): But Moses said to God, "Who am I, that I should go to Pharaoh and bring the Israelites out of Egypt?" 

Exodus 3:12(NIV): And God said, "I will be with you.  And this will be the sign to you that it is I who have sent you: When you have brought the people out of Egypt, you will worship God on this mountain.”

Challenges are opportunities to trust God.

Exodus 4:1(NIV): Moses answered, "What if they do not believe me or listen to me and say, 'The LORD did not appear to you'?"  

Exodus 4:10(NIV): Moses said to the LORD, "O Lord, I have never been eloquent, neither in the past nor since you have spoken to your servant. I am slow of speech and tongue."

Exodus 4:11-12(NIV): The LORD said to him, "Who gave man his mouth? Who makes him deaf or mute? Who gives him sight or makes him blind? Is it not I, the LORD?  Now go; I will help you speak and will teach you what to say." 

Exodus 4:13(NIV): But Moses said, "O Lord, please send someone else to do it." 

Exodus 4:14-15(NIV): Then the LORD's anger burned against Moses and he said, "What about your brother, Aaron the Levite? I know he can speak well. He is already on his way to meet you, and his heart will be glad when he sees you.  You shall speak to him and put words in his mouth; I will help both of you speak and will teach you what to do.

Challenges are opportunities to grow.
Exodus 14:10-12(NIV): As Pharaoh approached, the Israelites looked up, and there were the Egyptians, marching after them. They were terrified and cried out to the LORD.  They said to Moses, "Was it because there were no graves in Egypt that you brought us to the desert to die? What have you done to us by bringing us out of Egypt?  Didn't we say to you in Egypt, 'Leave us alone; let us serve the Egyptians'? It would have been better for us to serve the Egyptians than to die in the desert!" 

Exodus 14:13-14(NIV): Moses answered the people, "Do not be afraid. Stand firm and you will see the deliverance the LORD will bring you today. The Egyptians you see today you will never see again.  The LORD will fight for you; you need only to be still."
