Discussion Questions – Love (08/26/07)
What Genesis Tells Us about God (Genesis 24)
1. In Genesis 24:2, we see Abraham’s oldest servant was in charge of everything he owned.  Who do you usually get advice from?  What is it about that person that draws you to them?
2. Pastor John has observed through performing many weddings that the #1 attractor of women to men is his ability to make her laugh.  
a. Do you find this to be true in your relationships?  What other attractors stand out to you (from your experience)?
b. Who in your life makes you laugh?  Give a few details on how they make you laugh or tell us a story to illustrate.

3. Abraham’s servant found a wife for Isaac (Rebekah) by finding a woman who was willing to go above and beyond the call of duty and serve in an extraordinary way.  In today’s culture where sex sells and fashion attracts, is servitude still a powerful attracting force in relationships?  Why or why not?  

4. John’s final point was that we must choose to love (c.f. Gen 24:67; 1 Cor 13).  Do you see love more as a choice or a feeling?   Why?

Seek seasoned advice.
“Abraham’s oldest servant was in charge of everything Abraham owned. Abraham called that servant to him and said… ‘find a wife for my son Isaac…’”  Gen. 24:2, 4 (ERV)

Get serious about success.
“Then he prayed, ‘O LORD, God of my master Abraham, give me success today…’”  Gen. 24:12 (NIV)

“But the servant asked, ‘What if the young woman I choose refuses to leave home and come here with me?’”  Gen. 24:5 (CEV)

Servants RULE!

“Here I am standing by the spring, and the girls of the city are coming out to draw water. 14I will ask a girl, ‘May I please have a drink from your jar?’ If she answers, ‘Have a drink, and I’ll also water your camels,’ let her be the one you have chosen for your servant Isaac.”  Gen. 24:13, 14 (GW)

Laugh a lot.
“God replied, ‘No! Your wife Sarah will give you a son, and you will name him Isaac [He Laughs].’”  Gen. 17:19 (GW)

Choose to LOVE.

“Isaac had just come back from Beer Lahai Roi, since he was living in the Negev. 63Toward evening Isaac went out into the field to meditate. When he looked up, he saw camels coming. 64When Rebekah saw Isaac, she got down from her camel. 65She asked the servant, ‘Who is that man over there coming through the field to meet us?’ ‘That is my master,’ the servant answered. Then she took her veil and covered herself. 66The servant reported to Isaac everything he had done. 67Isaac took her into his mother Sarah’s tent. He married Rebekah. She became his wife, and he loved her.”  Gen. 24:62-67 (GW)
