Perspective

What Genesis Tells Us about God (Genesis 23-25)

Genesis 23:1-2 (NIV): Sarah lived to be a hundred and twenty-seven years old.  She died at Kiriath Arba (that is, Hebron) in the land of Canaan, and Abraham went to mourn for Sarah and to weep over her.  

Genesis 24:2,4 (Msg): Abraham spoke to the senior servant in his household… ‘Go to the land of my birth and get a wife for my son Isaac.’

Genesis 25:5-6 (NIV): Abraham left everything he owned to Isaac.  But while he was still living, he gave gifts to the sons of his concubines and sent them away from his son Isaac to the land of the east.

Mark 12:28-31 (NIV): One of the teachers of the law…asked [Jesus], ‘Of all the commandments, which is the most important?’  ‘The most important one,’ answered Jesus, ‘is this: …Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind and with all your strength.  The second is this: Love your neighbor as yourself.  There is no commandment greater than these.’
