Discussion Questions – Purpose (10/21/07)
Group leader: please use these questions as a guide for your group discussion.  Pick the few questions that resonate with you rather than trying to go through all of them.
1. Pick someone from the group to read aloud Genesis 32.  Does anything stand out to you about this chapter as you hear it aloud?  
2. In verses 9-11, Jacob talks to God about his feelings of fear and unworthiness.  John talked about the power in getting the words out and actually speaking them aloud to someone.  Can you relate to this?  Have you ever had a situation where speaking it out was more powerful than simply thinking it in your head?
3. Have you ever unknowingly offended someone and been confronted by them later on? Has someone unknowingly offended you? What was your reaction/their reaction?
4. What holds us back from forgiving others who have wronged us? What holds us back from seeking forgiveness from others? 
5. How does God handle situations where forgiveness is not present?  Can you think of any Bible passages that deal with unforgiveness?  (hint: find someone with a Bible with a topical index or a concordance)
6. Have you ever sought forgiveness and received an immediate blessing from God?
7. When Jacob wrestled with God, he was pursuing one thing above all else.  What would you say is the one thing you’re pursuing above all else in your life right now?   
8. Have you ever wrestled with God over anything? What happened?
9. Are you currently wrestling with God about something?  Or is there something that you feel like you probably need to wrestle with God about?  If so, can we pray about it?
