4. Put yourself in Joseph’s place: How do you think you would have reacted to the circumstances that Joseph faced? 

5. According to John’s message on Sunday, how did Joseph endure the circumstances he had to deal with? (He lived for the day and He lived a Spirit Filled Life)

6. Can you think of a time in your life where the circumstances you faced were so great that you had no other choice but to live one day at a time? 

7. On a scale of 1-10, 10 being the most, and 1 being the least, how would you rate your ability to live in the moment? Why? 

8. What evidence do we have in the story of Joseph that shows that he was living in the moment? (Glance back at Gen 40:6-8). Why is it important to live in the moment? 

9. What did John mean by the statement: Living in the moment is where the Power is? 

10.  Read Psalm 118:24 and Nehemiah 8:10. How can we practice living in the moment?
11. Let’s take a moment right now to offer up one thing that we are thankful for today. 

12. What does living a Spirit-Filled life mean? 

13. What evidence do we have in the scripture for the power of living a filled life? Read Gen 41:38,  Matthew 4:1-11, Luke 1:41, Acts 4:8-12. What do all of these people have in common?
