Discussion Questions – Jude (06/08/08)

Summer Treasure Hunt

1. According to the sermon on Sunday who is Jude and what famous connections does he have? 

2. What do we find out about Jesus’ brother Jude in John 7:5?

3. What evidence do we find in Acts 1:13 that Jude had a change of heart?

4. Let’s read the book of Jude.

a. To whom is Jude writing? What is he warning about?

b. What are the “godless men” saying or doing that Jude labels as godless?

5. Let’s re-read verses 5-7 and 11.  Now let’s unpack these scriptures. How do these examples from history relate to problems of unbelief, immorality, violence, and rebellion?

6. Looking again at verse 11, let’s look at the biblical references where these stories are told.

a. Read Genesis 4:1-8. What do we find out about Cain and his character flaws?

b. Read Numbers 22:2-4, 12, 15-17, 20. For what was Balaam summoned? What did God tell Balaam to do? When Balaam told the king no, what was the kings response? Why did Balaam end up going?

c. Read Numbers 22:21-33. Why is the angel of the Lord opposing Balaam? 

d. Read Numbers 16:1-3, 16, 28-34. What was Korah complaining about? What do you think motivated Korah’s uprising? What happened to Korah because of it?

7. What are the 13 characteristics of a wolf in sheep’s clothing (or the godless men) that John listed on Sunday? (Brownie points to whoever can list the most from memory.)

8. Have you ever had experience with people in your life that have had any or all of these characteristics?

9. What are the 4 ways that we can guard against becoming or from being taken advantage of by wolves in sheep’s clothing, according to this Sunday’s sermon? 

10. Which of these four ways are the most challenging for you at this point in your life? Why?

11. How do we build up our most holy faith? (prayer and praise, study and apply the word, worship by serving in the name of Christ)

12. What does it mean to pray in the Holy Spirit according to this Sunday’s message?

13. How do we wait for the mercy of Jesus Christ? 

14. Let’s begin our time of prayer by reading Jude 24-25. What encouragement do these verses give you? Let’s pray.
