1. Let’s Read Habakkuk 1
a. Based on verses 2-4 in chapter 1, what appears to be the current crisis or situation that the people are facing? 
b. What is Habakkuk’s complaint? Have you ever felt like this when you are praying for something and it seems to go unanswered? What is your response?
c. What is God’s answer? What stands out to you about his response?
d. What is Habakkuk’s second complaint?
2. Now let’s continue to read Habakkuk 2.

a. What is Habakkuk waiting for in verse 1?

b. How do you react when you have to wait for something? Are you generally patient or impatient? 

c. Do you find it hard to wait for God to answer when you are praying for something? Why or why not?

d. What stands out to you about God’s response to Habakkuk’s second complaint?

e. According the verse 3, what is the revelation waiting for?

f. Within the context of the chapter, who is “he” the text refers to in verses 4-5?

g. How are the righteous to live in contrast to “him”?

3. Let’s conclude by reading Habakkuk 3.
a. What do you notice about the change in tone of Habakkuk’s prayer now, than when he first began in chapter 1?

b. What does it appear that Habakkuk is doing in verses 2-15?

c. Why is it important to remember what God has done for us in the past when we are facing a situation in the present?

d. Re-read verse 16-19, how do Habakkuk’s words impact you? How do you think he is able to say “though the fig tree does not bud…... yet I will rejoice in the Lord”?

e. Have you ever had an experience like this, where you were moved to rejoice in the Lord in spite of the circumstances? Share briefly.
