Discussion Questions – My Will, God’s Will: The Specifics (09/28/08)

1. Let’s recap the last three messages. What are the 7 steps to discovering God’s will and his specific will for your life? (Stop, Look, Listen, Bible, Wise Counsel, Make  Jesus your personal Lord and Savior, Make yourself consistently available to God)
2. How has this sermon series changed the way or broadened the way you see God’s will verses your will? 
3. Do you think that Jesus is interested in the personal, specific, nitty-gritty decisions of your life? Why or why not?

4. Can you think of a time when you felt like God was guiding you in a specific direction or giving you specific guidance about your life and where you should go, etc? What were the circumstances and what was the outcome? 

5. Let’s read some scriptures that describe how involved God is in our lives.
a. Psalm 139:1-16. 
b. Matthew 6:25-34.

c. What do these verses tell you about how important you are to God?

6. Read Exodus 26:1-13.
a. What stands out to you about this passage?
b. Notice the detail in the instructions about the curtains for the tabernacle. What size was each curtain to be according to the passage? 

c. Why do you think God was so specific about such a small detail as the curtains in the tabernacle?

7. Read 1 Corinthians 6:19. According to this verse what is the new temple of God? 
8. If you are God’s temple, do you think that he will be concerned with the specific details of your life? Why or why not?

9. Let’s read John 14:16, Romans 8:9, and John 16:13. 

a. What happens to us when we receive Jesus Christ as our personal Lord and savior? 

b. Why is it important to be filled with the Holy Spirit?
10. Read Exodus 33:12-17. 
a. What kind of relationship would you say Moses had with God according to what you have just read?

b. Why is it important to know God and be known by God? 
11. How can you begin to get to know God more in your own life? 

12. John talked about being in the ball park verses knowing the specific, section, row and seat of God’s will for your life. 

a. What kind of person are you? Are you comfortable with being in the ball park or are you one that wants to know the specifics? 

b. What changes in your life would you need to make to be able to know more about God’s specific will in your life?
