Discussion Questions – How To Find Your Soul Mate (10/12/08)

1. What are the three main ways to find the love of your life according to this Sunday’s message? (Put God First, Get Real with God, Get After It).
2. According to the sermon why should we put God first? (God is our guide, God is our strength, God said so). 
3. Read Mark 12:28-30. Let’s prioritize our lives. In the next few seconds on a piece of paper go ahead and think about what your priorities are in these areas: work, relationship with God, relationship with others, relationship with self. Put the number one next to your highest priority, and fill in numbers 2-4 according to the order that you prioritize the other three. (Give 30-60 seconds to do this). Now let’s share.

a.  What number is God in your priority list?

b. If God is not number one, why do you think that is?

c. How do you think your life and relationships would be different if you put God first? 
4. React to this statement: We are completed by God, not by anybody else. Do you agree or disagree? Why?
5. The second point in this Sunday’s message was that we are to Get Real with God. How are you doing at getting real with God? What are some ways that you get real with God?
6. Let’s read Luke 18:10-14. 

a. Who are you more like the Pharisee or the tax collector? 
b. Why do you think God was more responsive to the tax collector’s prayer than the Pharisee’s prayer?

7. Derek talked about ways we can deceive ourselves about our issues. What are the three different camps he listed? (Issues?, Fix, Deal). 

a. What are the major characteristics of each camp? 
b. Which of these camps do you see yourself in?

8. Let’s read Psalm 139. 
a. What stands out to you about David’s view of God?

b. How would you characterize the relationship between David and God? Which verses support your answer?
c. Let’s apply this to our own relationship with God, how do verses1-10  support the idea that we can get real with God?

d. Which verses support the idea that we are made complete in God?
e. How do these verses speak to you about how important you are to God?
9. Re-read verses 23-24. 
a. What level of trust to do you think must have existed between David and God, for David to have prayed such a prayer to God?

b. Do you trust God enough to pray these two verses to God and ask him to reveal the hidden places of your heart to you? Why or why not?
(If this question really strikes a chord with members of the group or anyone in the group is having a hard time trusting God, lead into the prayer time with asking God to help give everyone, especially that person, the ability to trust Him.) Let’s pray.
