When you were growing up, what was one of your favorite family traditions or routines?  Did anyone’s family have any funny or quirky traditions or routines?

Discussion Questions

1. What did you like about the sermon?  What stood out to you and why?
Take some time to get thoughts and opinions from multiple group members. This is a pretty easy question to answer, so it’s a good one to ask directly to draw out the quieter people in the group. 
2. Did you guys get a chance to do your homework (the Scriptures and questions for further study)?  No judgment if you didn’t, but if you did, please take out your homework.  Which questions or Bible verses did you find interesting or helpful?  If you’re comfortable, please share your answers to the homework.  If people reference specific Bible verses, have group members turn to those verses in their Bibles. 
Prayer 
3. Does anyone have any prayer requests?  Is there anything that we talked about in this meeting that we can pray about?
Dismiss/informal hang out time
The informal time after your group discussion is over is a great opportunity to connect with group members, particularly those who didn’t talk much during the group time.

Value #3: Create a Rhythm

Deuteronomy ch 6:

The Israelites have been freed from slavery, given the Ten Commandments, and are listening to Moses' farewell speech.

Deuteronomy 6:4-6 NIV: Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God, the LORD is one.  5 Love the LORD your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your strength. 6 These commandments that I give you today are to be on your hearts.

Deuteronomy 6:7 NIV: Impress them on your children.  Talk about them when you sit at home and when you walk along the road, when you lie down and when you get up.

Create a spiritual rhythm.  (Put time with God into the natural rhythm of your life).

Psalm 5:3 NIV: In the morning, LORD, you hear my voice; in the morning I lay my requests before you and wait expectantly. 

Deuteronomy 6:8-9 NIV: Tie them as symbols on your hands and bind them on your foreheads. 9 Write them on the doorframes of your houses and on your gates. 

Deuteronomy 6:10-12 NIV: When the LORD your God brings you into the land he swore to your fathers, to Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, to give you—a land with large, flourishing cities you did not build, 11 houses filled with all kinds of good things you did not provide, wells you did not dig, and vineyards and olive groves you did not plant—then when you eat and are satisfied, 12 be careful that you do not forget the LORD, who brought you out of Egypt, out of the land of slavery. 

Seek structure.

Deuteronomy 6:20-21 NIV: In the future, when your son asks you, “What is the meaning of the stipulations, decrees and laws the LORD our God has commanded you?” 21 tell him: “We were slaves of Pharaoh in Egypt, but the LORD brought us out of Egypt with a mighty hand.”
