Take some time to get thoughts and opinions from multiple group members. This is a pretty easy question to answer, so it’s a good one to ask directly to draw out the quieter people in the group. 

2. Did you guys get a chance to do your homework (the Scriptures and questions for further study)?  Which questions or Bible verses did you find interesting or helpful?  If you’re comfortable, please share your answers to the homework.  If people reference specific Bible verses, have group members turn to those verses in their Bibles.

3. Does anyone have any prayer requests?  Is there anything that we talked about in this meeting that we can pray about?  (Reference question 3b)

Dismiss/informal hang out time

The informal time after your group discussion is over is a great opportunity to connect one-on-one with group members, particularly those who didn’t talk much during the group time or share prayer requests.
